Parade Start & Route

The arrows signify the direction the floats will be trav-
eling. Note: floats in parking lots need to face in the
correct direction. People will be there to direct you at
4:30pm. Let float drivers know who they represent to
get parade number. No application? Let us know so
we can direct you quickly. Please don'’t park addition-
al vehicles where floats are setting up or block
entrances if dropping off people. Parking is available
in Field 14. There were over 50 units so be patient.

Parade will start at 6pm on signal from police at inter-
section of Waimea Canyon Drive and HWY 50.

Do not honk horns next to stage at Library and
Hofgaard Park - there are emcees there. No throwing
candy, visibility is poor and small keiki dart to get
candy. Pass it out if you want to.

Parade ends at Alawai Road...to park at Hofgaard
park and stay at park for a while: turn onto Waimea
Road and follow instructions provided by volunteers.
To bypass Hofgaard Park, continue on Alawai Road
until it ends at Menehune Road. Turn left and follow
Menehune Road back to the Highway.

Large floats and trailers - please check the route for
any limitations due to decorations and types of trail-
ers being used.

Please follow all safety rules and laws on the roads
before, during and after the parade. Drivers are
responsible for their own vehicles.
